Implementation of education quality assurance and improving the quality of primary school education involves various aspects, such as internal quality assurance systems, teacher competency tests, management of educators and education personnel, and self-evaluation models. To realize further research on the development of quality assurance models, especially at the primary education level, preliminary research is needed to map the actual conditions in primary schools. The research approach used in this study is a descriptive qualitative approach. Data collection techniques used in this research are observation, interviews, and documentation. Then the data analysis technique used is interactive model data analysis. the implementation of the education quality assurance system in improving school quality will be carried out well if all education stakeholders are involved and support quality planning. There needs to be adequate budget support in preparing quality. There are obstacles in the implementation of education quality assurance, to improve school quality. There are ways to overcome some of the obstacles to the implementation of the education quality assurance system to improve school quality, namely being able to improve the results of fulfilling quality, increasing targets that have not been achieved, improving the findings, increasing possible aspects, and setting more quality targets so that each aspect can be followed up and improved to improve school quality.
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INTRODUCTION
Education quality assurance and improvement are essential for the development of primary school education. The implementation of high-quality programs based on education policy and the actual needs of students is one way to improve the quality of education (Dai, 2022). Teacher competency tests are also used to improve the quality of education, but there are obstacles in the implementation of these tests, such as the breadth of material tested and teachers' lack of mastery in computer operations (Nurjanah & Sofiawati, 2019). There is a need in high-quality early childhood education which we can set the foundation for a lifetime of learning. Schools can work to ensure that young children are exposed to a rich and engaging curriculum that supports their social, emotional, and cognitive development. Management of educators and education personnel is another aspect that contributes to improving school quality, and the process of planning and developing educators and education personnel requires in-depth analysis (Sunaengsih et al., 2019).
The moral quality of primary school teachers in rural areas is also an important factor in improving the quality of education (Cheng & others, 2022). Finally, the implementation of the "double deduction" policy can help education return to its essence and essence, and the postponement of services is a way to strengthen moral education and promote the development of quality education (Jin et al., 2022).

A knowledge gap in the field of education quality assurance and quality improvement in primary school education is the lack of models to ensure quality control in the validation of evaluations of increased leadership commitment. Although there is a wide range of research on various aspects of education quality assurance, such as teacher self-efficacy, educator management and education personnel (Sunaengsih et al., 2019), and implementation of internal quality assurance system (Kinesti, 2019). 
There is still limited research on models that can ensure quality control in the evaluation validation of increased leadership commitment. This gap in knowledge may hinder the development and implementation of effective strategies to improve the quality of primary school education.

Some potential solutions to address this gap could include: 1) Research and Development: Conducting research to develop a quality control model for evaluating leadership commitment improvement that is specifically tailored to the context of primary school education; 2) Adaptation of Existing Models: Adapting quality control models from other fields or levels of education to the context of evaluation of increasing leadership commitment in primary schools; 3) Pilot Programs: Implement pilot programs in several primary schools to test and refine potential models for quality control in evaluations of leadership commitment building; 4) Collaborative Initiatives: Collaborate with educational institutions, government agencies, and education experts to collectively develop models that can address existing knowledge gaps (Fetra Bonita Sari, Risda Amini, 2020).

These potential solutions require further research, collaboration and testing to determine their effectiveness in addressing the identified knowledge gaps. Hence the need for preliminary research into the implementation of quality assurance at the basic education level. The rationale of this research was to address the knowledge gaps in the field by developing a model to ensure quality control in the validation of evaluations of increased leadership commitment. To realize further research on the development of the model quality assurance, especially at the basic education level, preliminary research is needed to map the actual conditions in primary level schools. 
The following points highlight the importance of this research: a) Addressing the Knowledge Gap: The current literature on education quality assurance and improving the quality of primary school education focuses on various aspects such as teacher self-efficacy, management of educators and education personnel, and quality assurance (Nurjanah & Sofiawati, 2019), (Sunaengsih et al., 2019), and implementation of internal quality assurance system (Kinesti, 2019). However, there is a lack of research that specifically addresses the quality control aspects of leadership commitment improvement evaluations. b) Improving Education Quality: describing the actual conditions at the grassroots level and ultimately developing a model that addresses the quality control aspects of improving the overall quality of education in primary schools. c) Encouraging Collaboration and Sharing Best Practices: quality control in leadership commitment improvement evaluations can encourage collaboration among education institutions, government agencies and education experts. This collaboration can lead to the sharing of best practices and the development of a more comprehensive understanding of how to effectively improve the quality of primary school education. d) Adapting to the Changing Education Landscape: As education evolves, the need for effective quality control and improvement strategies becomes increasingly important. 
This research can help educational institutions adapt to the changing educational landscape and maintain quality standards of primary school education. The research questions for this study are: How is the implementation of quality assurance at the primary school level carried out? While the purpose of this study is to get a complete description of the implementation of quality assurance at the primary school level. The hypothesis of this study is that the implementation of quality assurance at the primary school level can be carried out with quality inputs, processes and outputs.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The research approach used in this research is a descriptive qualitative approach. This qualitative research aims to understand social phenomena from the angle or perspective of participants, namely people who are interviewed, observed, and asked to provide data, opinions, thoughts, and perceptions. (Himawan et al., 2018), (Rostini & Aminah, 2019). From the study of the definition, it can be concluded that qualitative research is research conducted to understand a phenomenon about what is experienced by research subjects including behavior, perceptions, actions that are holistic and naturalistic. The data collection techniques used in this study are observation, interviews and documentation. Then the data analysis technique used for data analysis is interactive model data analysis, with its components, namely: data collection, data reduction, data presentation and conclusion drawing.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
The Ministry of Education and Culture states that the quality of education includes the inputs, processes, and outputs of education. (Budhi Susilowati et al., 2022). For the process to take place, educational input must be provided. In this case, software and resources are required to continue the process. Principals, teachers, and students as well as additional resources, such as supplies, materials, and fees, are included. Organizational structures, task regulations, plans, programs, and others are tools. The vision, mission, goals and targets achieved are input for hope.
Implementation of Quality Assurance at SDN 064984 Medan

Implementation of quality assurance at SDN 064984 Medan carries out standards: content standards, process standards, graduate competency standards, teacher and education staff standards, facilities and infrastructure standards, management standards, education financing standards, and education assessment standards. The implementation of each standard is running quite well. The standard implementation regarding the curriculum used at SDN 064984 Medan is using the 2013 curriculum. This curriculum was used in 2019 at SDN 064984 Medan in all classes. Implementation The implementation of standard processes at SDN 064984 Medan has gone quite well. This can be seen from the implementation of the management system in the school, which is all handled and supervised by the principal directly and in planning learning in accordance with the procedures implemented. Once a year an evaluation is carried out so that the implementation of the learning process gets better. The implementation of graduate competency standards at SDN 064984 Medan is quite good. At 1 year, hold a try out, to be used as a benchmark for determining the criteria for SKL during the city exam. Implementation of standards for educators and education personnel regarding the recruitment of teaching staff is going quite well. The recruitment of teaching staff and educational staff is carried out independently by the school through several selection processes. All teachers at SDN 064984 Medan must have competencies, namely pedagogical, personal, social and professional competencies. Implementation of standard facilities and infrastructure is quite good. This can be seen from the provision of infrastructure through the school budget. If the infrastructure needs to be repaired, the school calls experts who can repair the infrastructure. If it cannot be repaired, it will be replaced with new facilities and infrastructure that are adjusted to the school budget.

Implementation of management quality standards in educational units, teachers educate and instill character in students so that students have strong character in every choice they face. Implementation of education financing standards at SDN 064984 Medan has gone quite well. This can be seen from the source of funding at SDN 064984 Medan which is obtained through funding sources that come from the central government and from committee money. In Financial management at SDN 064984 Medan who are responsible are the school principal and school treasurer. Implementation of assessment standards regarding the assessment of learning outcomes by educational units. The learning outcomes carried out by SDN 064984 Medan are in accordance with the provisions determined by the respective curriculum, both curriculum provisions for evaluation of the 2013 curriculum assessment which is given priority are character assessment/affective assessment. The results of this study are in accordance with research conducted by Munjin (Munjin, 2013) which discusses quality assurance with 8 National Education Standards. The implementation of school management at SDN 064984 Medan is about the implementation of quality assurance at SDN 064984 Medan in 2019. The data here is grouped into 8 National Education Standards, which include: 1) content standards, 2) process standards, 3) graduate competency standards, 4) standard of educators and teaching staff, 5) facilities and infrastructure standards, 6) management standards, 7) education financing standards, dan 8) education assessment standards. This data is obtained through observation, interviews and documentation. 

The component focused on in this research is the implementation of each national standard of education. Implementation in education quality assurance and improving the quality of primary school education involves various aspects, such as internal quality assurance systems, teacher competency tests, management of educators and education personnel, and self-evaluation models. Here are some key findings from various studies: 1). Implementation of the Internal Quality Assurance System: A study conducted in a public primary school found that the school's internal quality assurance system was well implemented, leading to the development of a positive school culture and the achievement of the eight National Education Standards as the school's quality assurance reference. (Wartini et al., 2020). Another study of model schools found that they had implemented the entire cycle of the Internal Quality Assurance System, with a quality culture characterized by self-reliance, commitment and cooperation among stakeholders. (Kinesti, 2019) ; 2). Self-Evaluation Model: A study on the implementation of the EMI Model (Internal Quality Evaluation), an internal quality evaluation model developed by the Education Human Resources Development and Quality Assurance Agency, found that this model helps schools to create a quick, precise and focused work plan, which ultimately leads to the development of excellent school character (Subangun & Isroin, 2019).

Constraints Faced in Implementing Quality at SDN 064984 Medan
Although it has been running well, in every implementation sometimes there are still obstacles from each national standard that will be met. Obstacles in implementation can be seen from content standards, process standards, graduate competency standards, management standards, financing standards and assessment standards. According to both principals and classroom teachers, the obstacles faced in the implementation of content standards related to the use of the curriculum are. The obstacle faced in implementing process standards related to school management is recognizing the time allocation. The time allocation in the learning process itself is too short so that it is achieved in the implementation of learning has not been maximized. The obstacles found in the implementation of graduate competency standards are seen from an internal school perspective of increasing or decreasing student achievement. In terms of external schools, the response from student guardians who pay less attention to the intensity of their children's learning. The obstacles faced by management standards are the different abilities of students and the large number of students. The obstacles faced in implementing financing standards related to the school's internal financing budget are the imbalance between the programs to be implemented and planned by the school and the available budget. The obstacles in the implementation of assessment standards are time and the number of students. Where the time in one semester is usually too short to hold an assessment evaluation process when compared to the number of students available.

From the results of existing research, some strategies that can be adopted to overcome barriers to the implementation of national standards include: a) Development of a more realistic and appropriate curriculum: Developing a curriculum that is more in line with student abilities and school limitations (Standar et al., 2019). b) Optimizing time management: Organize time efficiently to achieve milestones in the learning process (Bahri et al., 2020). c) Improve the skills of teachers and immersion staff: Develop the skills and knowledge of teachers and immersion staff in implementing national standards (Kustini, n.d.). d) Improving collaboration between schools and related parties: Improve collaboration between schools and related parties, such as developers and stakeholders, to support the implementation of national standards. (Mi et al., 2018). d) Using information technology: Using information technology to support the process of implementing national standards, such as in the student management information system (SIS) and school policy management information system (YANTI JUWARIAH, 2021). 

By applying these strategies, schools can overcome obstacles in the implementation of national standards and achieve the expected educational goals.

Efforts used to overcome obstacles in the Implementation of Quality Assurance at SDN 064984 Medan

The new paradigm in the education system can be applied at all levels of school authority. One example is autonomy, which can be applied at the school organization and classroom levels. The new paradigm emphasizes the importance of financial management and local autonomy of educational institutions and improving the quality of education (Akbarjono, 2015). But it must always be remembered that behind autonomy is accountability, and quality assessment in the form of accreditation. Accountability in self-regulation implies the duty to plan for continuous quality improvement. The solution to these problems, including content standards related to curriculum implementation, is to prepare programs that can facilitate the 2013 curriculum. The solution to the problem of implementing process standards related to school management is to conduct monitoring and evaluation in the implementation of learning by providing additional lessons outside of school hours to minimize the achievement of learning implementation that has not been maximized. Solutions to overcome obstacles to graduation competency standards are holding academic consultations, teachers conducting home visits, and holding additional lessons. The solution to overcome management standards is that teachers always provide a conducive atmosphere, master the class, and according to predetermined standards and are developed according to the needs of the class and school (Barokad & Sunarto, 2021). 

In general, from the solutions described above, it can be concluded that any problems faced by the school can be solved well by the school through cooperation with all school components. Several research papers provide insights into various aspects of assessment and evaluation in an educational context, including the development of practical teaching systems, character assessment instruments, decision tree algorithms for performance evaluation (Aldila et al., 2022). 

The first paper discusses the construction of a practical teaching system for asset valuation specialization from the perspective of school-enterprise cooperation, emphasizing the importance of cooperation between schools and enterprises to ensure ideal practical teaching results (Mi et al., 2018). The second paper focuses on the development, validity testing, and reliability of a character assessment instrument based on school culture, which can be used to evaluate character education in Cooperative Education Units (CUs) and emphasizes the importance of including school culture in character education evaluation (Himawan et al., 2018). 

The third paper presents the use of decision tree technology to build a school-enterprise cooperation assessment system in higher vocational education, aiming to optimize the performance assessment system and improve work efficiency (Yan, 2022). The fourth paper describes a study that aims to analyze students' difficulties in learning outcomes through qualitative-descriptive methods, using data triangulation, and testing mathematical understanding ability. The research emphasizes the importance of training and introduction to local cultural history to help students improve their learning outcomes (Manullang et al., 2018). The fifth paper adopts the entropy weighting approach and Bayesian approach to calculate the weights of teaching attitude, teaching content, basic teaching skills, and teaching effect in students' assessment of school-enterprise cooperation majors. The paper also discusses the shortcomings of the approach and the need for further refinement in data collection.

These research papers provide valuable insights into various approaches and methods for assessment and evaluation in educational contexts, highlighting the importance of cooperation and practical teaching systems in addressing the challenges faced by schools.
CONCLUSION
Based on research on the Implementation of the Education Quality Assurance System in Improving School Quality at SDN 064984 Medan, it can be concluded that the implementation of the education quality assurance system in improving school quality will be carried out well if all education stakeholders are involved and support quality planning. There needs to be adequate budget support in preparing quality. There are obstacles in the implementation of education quality assurance, to improve school quality. School self-evaluation activities are needed as an internal tool or instrument that can be used to evaluate school performance. This is done because not all teachers and parents have the ability to conduct school self-evaluations. There are ways to overcome some of the obstacles to the implementation of the education quality assurance system to improve school quality, namely being able to improve the results of fulfilling quality, increasing targets that have not been achieved, improving the findings, increasing possible aspects, and setting more quality targets so that each aspect can be followed up and improved to improve school quality. The scientific contribution of the research lies in its exploration of the implementation of quality assurance and improvement in primary school education. It covers various aspects such as internal quality assurance systems, teacher competency tests, management of educators and education personnel, and self-evaluation models. The study found that the implementation of quality assurance at the primary school level can be carried out with quality inputs, processes, and outputs. It also identified obstacles in the implementation of quality assurance and suggested strategies to overcome them. The research used a descriptive qualitative approach and data collection techniques such as observation, interviews, and documentation. This contributes to the scientific literature by providing insights into the challenges and strategies related to quality assurance in primary school education.
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
